Housing Allowance  

Housing allowance allows ordained staff deduct the cost of housing expenses from income that is 

subject to federal taxes. For federal tax purposes, housing allowance is limited to the lesser of:

1. The amount designated by the church, or

2. The amount actually spent on housing by the minister for the year, or

3. �The fair rental value of a furnished house plus utilities such as gas, electricity, oil,
telephone, and water.
